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1. INTRODUCTION

This tender document seeks to source a Request for Proposal (RFP) in order to procure entry-level tablets for
Gender Responsive Pedagogy for Early Childhood Education project. This RFP, therefore, calls for service
providers to provide 1,000 entry level tablets. The tablets will be delivered to 3 (three) provinces, namely: the
KwaZulu-Natal, Mpumalanga, and Limpopo Province.

A suitable service provider is therefore sought to undertake supply the items as per the set specifications in
this RFP.

2. BACKGROUND

2.1. THE NECT

The NECT was formed in July 2013 as a response to the call by the National Development Plan (NDP) for
increased collaboration among stakeholders to improve educational outcomes.

The NECT is an organisation dedicated to strengthening partnerships with civil society, trade unions and
government at national and provincial levels in order to achieve South Africa’s national goals for basic education.
It strives both to support and to influence the agenda for reform of education.

The organisation is based on the principle that collaboration and focused effort by important role players
increases our power as a nation to secure the changes needed to deliver quality education to all our children.

NECT’s point of departure is that government and civil society have different but complementary roles to play
in relation to education. The provision of basic education for the general population is the responsibility of the
government which is uniquely equipped to fulfil this overarching mandate. Civil society, with its diversity and
flexibility, is able to support government by innovation and accelerated delivery. Civil society becomes more
relevant and more influential when channelling its efforts in a coordinated way into the national education
system.

2.2, GENDER RESPONSIVENESS PEDAGOGY FOR EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATION

The programme design has been piloted by the DBE in collaboration with the South African based Vlaamse
Vereniging voor Ontwikkelingssamenwerking en Technische Bijstand (VVOB), a Flemish Association for
Development Cooperation and Technical Assistance. VVOB is already supporting the Department of Basic
Education (DBE) in a Belgian-funded 5-year programme on inclusion and a 2-year programme on Gender
Responsive Pedagogy (GRP). VVOB is also focusing on assisting DBE to implement Professional Learning
Communities, a DBE teacher development project undertaken with the South African Council for Educators
(SACE). The support comes as capacity development and support for national, district and provincial
officials/systems/activities and as part of the above programmes. VVOB has assigned staff to provide technical
assistance to the DBE in the coordination of the training of trainers, develop Gender Responsive Pedagogy
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Content, an e-learning course on GRP (this will be paid for by the current GRP programme of VVOB to support
the ETDP SETA aspect of the project). VVOB will also provide technical support in the rollout training to be
coordinated by the Provincial Departments of Education (PEDs) with relevant TVET Colleges. The relevant
materials in the form of the Gender Responsiveness Pedagogy for Early Childhood Education (GRP4ECE) Toolkit
were developed as training content and are available as print-ready, as black, and white PDF format.

The ETDP SETA supported the first phase of GRP4ECE project in the training of approximately 4,000 Early Child
Development (ECD) Practitioners, Grade R Education, School Leaders (Principals and Foundation Phase Heads)
and ECD Centre Managers on the GRP4ECE Toolkit. The programme aimed to technically empower the trainees
on using pedagogy to address gender inequality and harmful gender norms in four (4) provinces namely: Eastern
Cape, Free State, Northern Cape, and North West. To this end, 4,000 Tablets were distributed in the four
participating provinces for the initial phased implementation, with the GRP4ECE online toolkit installed to
support continuous professional development of trainees in challenging gender stereotypes in the classroom.
This programme is based on the firm principle of the National Strategic Plan (NSP) on Gender-based Violence
and Femicide (GBVF) that creating an environment free of stereotypes lays a firm foundation for young children
to grow up freely exploring and developing their unique interests and talents. With some adaptations, it can
also be used with children under 3 years and in the broader primary school settings.

Through the distribution of tablets, the GRP4ECE makes an offering on Online Learner Management Course
Modules on the impact of gender stereotypes that stop children from realising their full potential and identity
and perpetuate GBVF. Educators play a central role in providing equal opportunities for all young children. ECD
practitioners and Foundation Phase teachers will find in the GRP4ECE Learning Management System some
courses to help promote gender equality with young children in the manner that play-based learning is
conducted in the classroom environment.

The NECT is appointed project manager for the delivery of phase two of the GRP4ECD which will be provinces
cited earlier. The PEDs in Limpopo, Mpumalanga, and Kwa-Zulu Natal Province will be supported through this
project, to ensure that rollout training takes place for 1,000 Grade R Educators and ECD Practitioners. Whilst
the PEDs will facilitate the training of Educators, the selected TVET Colleges will support the facilitation of rollout
training for ECD Practitioners.

The selected TVET Colleges located in Limpopo, Mpumalanga, and Kwa-Zulu Natal are expected to prepare
project coordinators and facilitators to fully acquaint themselves with all the materials in the GRP4ECE toolkit
and attend a 5-day training session. TVET Colleges are used in recognition of the scarcity of skills in gender
responsive training among TVET Colleges that offer ECD Training. This will be an upskilling and skills transfer
opportunity for TVET Colleges in these provinces, so that they may continue to provide the training beyond the
targets of the current ETDP SETA funded project. Whilst the PEDs will work off the existing databases for Grade
R Educators, the TVET Colleges will work with the PEDs to prepare the detailed databases for ECD Practitioners
to ensure tracking, planning and participation in the training course which will contain information on
participating teachers, practitioners, learner support and school leaders.
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The Colleges will draw up detailed implementation plans for training in conjunction with the Project Manager
(NECT), and the three provinces and ensure optimal attendance, follow-up communications and support with
the DBE selected schools.

The Colleges will liaise with the relevant district officials and provide them with detailed implementation plans
and extend invitations to attend these training and support activities.

The PEDs and TVET Colleges will ensure provision of the training resources derived from the GRP4ECE Toolkit,
COVID-compliant venues including PPE, workshop stationery, catering and transportation, and if necessary,
accommodation and ensure efficient distribution of training materials during training activities.

The PEDs and TVET Colleges will provide training reports including workshop assessment and pre-populated
attendance registers for all trainings and provide overview report of follow-up support provided and submit
to the Project Manager (NECT). The PEDs and TVET Colleges will collect CPD data on the training delivery and
follow-up using the M&E tools provided to them by the Project Manager (NECT). The PEDs will provide a final
closure report with recommendations for adaptations to the CPD design, training scenarios and content of the
GRP4ECE toolkit to the Project Manager (NECT).

3. CONDITIONS OF THIS RFP

Bidding organisations are expected to comply with the conditions outlined below :
